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Sermonette Text:  Matthew 6:26, 34

25) This is why I tell you; Don’t worry about your life, what you will eat or what you will drink; or about your body, what you will wear.  Isn’t life more than food and the body more than clothing?  26)  Look at the birds of the sky:  free and unfettered, not tied down by the worries of this life, but careless in the care of God.  And you are far more valuable to Him than they are. 27) Can all your worries add a single moment to your life?  Of course not.  28) And why worry about your clothes?  Look at the lilies of the field and how they grow – they do not toil or spin.  , 29) yet Solomon in all his glory was not dressed as beautifully as they are.  30) And if God cares so wonderfully for flowers that are here today and gone tomorrow, won’t He more surely care for you?  You have so little trust!  31) So don’t worry about having enough food or drink or clothing.  32) Why be like those who are so concerned with these things?  Your heavenly Father already knows your needs.  33) Rather, seek first His kingdom and His righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.  34) Give your entire attention to what God is doing right now, and don’t get worked up about what may or may not happen tomorrow.  God will help you deal with whatever hard things come up when the time comes.

No Worries:  God’s Care for us – “careless in the care of God” – remember visiting in the hospital, not worried – the look of assurance was on her face, she knew her value to God and His care for His own.

No Worries:  Our Trust in God

I have heard it said that it is not our first breath or our last that counts, but the life we live in between.  That little DASH between the dates is what matters.  We can show how much we trust God by how we live.  And Ms. Evelyn lived a life of trust.  There are many witnesses here today, near and far, who can testify to the life that Ms. Evelyn lived.  She would pray over and over “Lord help me to not hurt anyone, forgive me it I have.”  This is the cry of a soul that has a real relationship with our Savior and whose trust is in Him alone.

No Worries:  God’s Kingdom

If energies in this life are focused on God and His Kingdom work, it is evident in our lives.  

Ms. Evelyn would tell her children and grandchildren “Aim high, if you fall low.  You can’t have everything, but you can aim high.”  And truly her sights were on Christ.  She was not focused on her self – evident from her selfless living through the depression, concerned for her husband and daughter and family.  Expressing her love for others.  Even in her last days, she wasn’t focused on herself, but on those she loved.

No Worries (about tomorrow):  Celebrate tomorrow.  We don’t have to worry about tomorrow because in the tomorrow of eternity, we will stand before Christ reunited with those we love who are in Him.

No, Ms. Evelyn wasn’t worried, at least not at what we’d expect.  She knew and continues to experience the love of the One who loved her enough to bring her to His side, to reunite her with those who have gone on before, and to wait in eternity for those who would soon join her there.  Her concern was for us – her life points us to her Lord, and the life of, not worries, but of trust we can have in Him.
